LEED: Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design

The Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design Green Building Rating System, established in 2000, is a voluntary, consensus-based national standard for developing high-performance, sustainable buildings developed and administered by the U.S. Green Building Council. 

The Green Building Rating System represents the US Green Building Council’s effort to provide a national standard for what constitutes a “green building”. The rating system document states the basic intent, requirements and submittals that are necessary to achieve each prerequisite and voluntary credit.  Projects earn one or more credits toward certification by meeting or exceeding each credit’s technical requirements.  Points add up to a final score that relates to one of four possible levels of certification.

Western Pozzolan manufactures products that help reduce a building's overall impact on the environment, and thus can contribute to a project's ability to earn points toward LEED certification. Western recognizes that no product by itself is LEED certified and that no product can guarantee a specific number of points for LEED certification.
